While you cherish each moment of the hunt, you’ll also
embrace the genuine ambiance of a hunting lodge that feels like a true home.



El Tobar Camp offers a genuine wild duck hunting experience, bred by traditional ideals of how an ideal hunting
camp should function- with an emphasis on fine sport and camaraderie.

The vast majority of duck hunts will happen on our property, allowing us to manage our duck resource exclusively.
Duck hunt both mornings and afternoons each day.

Located near alarge dam, with over 195 square miles of prime habitat, we enjoy year-round access to water, ensuring
a steady population of wild ducks. This allows us to regulate harvest and pressure, maximizing your hunt.

Argentina’s only self-sufficient game management duck program: we combine natural lagoons with our own
ponds, allowing us to shoot minutes away from the lodge and also manage hunting resources as we see fit.

With a two-hour drive from Tucuman Airport, most flights will have you arriving in the morning, and hunting
just after lunch.

The Camp is located in the midst of nature and just minutes away from the hunting grounds
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El Tobar Camp is located in Tucuman province, in northern Argentina, 68 miles (110 km) south of the Tucuman
Airport. The driving time from Tucuman Airport to the lodge is 2 hours by paved road.

Nicknamed “The Garden of the Republic”, the province of Tucuman is one of the most productive agricultural
areas in the country. In addition, the proximity to the biggest water mirror in the province and its diverse wetland
ecosystem make an ideal scenario for duck hunting, attracting a wide and consistent diversity of duck species.

To get to El Tobar Camp there are daily direct flights
from many U.S. or European cities to Buenos Aires
(Ezeiza Intl. Airport — EZE). From EZE hunters will
need to make a connection to TUC airport (2 hr. flight)
or transfer to the Domestic airport Jorge Newbery —
AEP (40’ to 1 hr drive), and connect there to TUC.

The driving time from Tucuman Airport to the lodge
is 2 hours.

Once at the lodge, you are conveniently close to terrific
duck fields with drives no more than 35 minutes.
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El Tobar Camp is the perfect blend between rustic tradition and modern comfort. The
barn-like exterior evokes a timeless spirit, while the interior’s woodwork captures the
essence of traditional duck hunting. Its minimalist decor, combined with modern facilities,
delivers the perfect balance between simplicity and comfort.

The hunting program takes place mostly along the shores of El Frontal dam, nestled on the border between
Tucuman and Santiago del Estero provinces. This reservoir spans over 125,000 hectares and is nourished by four
rivers (Sali, Gastona, Medina, and Marapa) that originate in Tucuman’s hills. When these rivers overflow, they
create diverse wetlands and streams where our hunts unfold.

This strategic location allows us to enjoy year-round access to water, ensuring a consistent native wild duck
population, and allowing us to regulate harvest and pressure for optimal hunting. We combine natural lagoons
with artificial ponds, allowing us to hunt only moments from the lodge, while expertly managing resources.

The focus of our program is to provide an exceptional, traditional, duck hunting experience. You will be hunting
morning and afternoon sessions, in a variety of locations, throughout your visit. Blinds are well placed and scouted,
providing the best possible opportunities for a number of South American duck species. Depending upon location,
hunters will be placed in double dry blinds, or large dry, sunken “buckets” which are basically individual pit
blinds, or on platform-pallet blinds.

Youwill hunt well-maintained, species-specific, decoy sets, and motion decoys. Your guide will be close by, offering
bird identification help, calling, and any support you require during your hunt.

During the mornings and afternoons, our program provides high-quality traditional duck hunting, covering
a wide variety of locations
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The morning will begin with a wakeup call,
approximately an hour before departure time.
Breakfast will be served shortly thereafter, with
everything from waffles to Eggs Benedict, all made
to order. Hunters will depart the lodge well before
sunrise. Drives vary depending on water conditions
but range from five to thirty minutes. Shooting over
decoys starts at first light and continues until 10 a.m.
or after. You will return to the lodge for lunch, and
come down to relax or enjoy a siesta.

Hunters will again depart for their afternoon duck
hunt around 3 p.m. Evening hunts last until dark, after
which you will return to the lodge, where you will be
met with cocktails and appetizers aswell as a delicious
dinner, before retiring for the evening.
